*Coccomyces delta 
A very distinctive leaf spot on fallen dead leaves of 
Bay (Laurus nobilis) found by lain Outlaw in Tower 
Cottage Gardens, Shanklin (Fig. 13). Identification 
was confirmed by Brian Spooner who says, 'I have 
now had a look at the Coccomyces material and can 
confirm the identification of C. delta. It is a fairly 
distinctive species, and is found mostly on Laurus 
(or Lauraceae) but also on Ouercus coccifera and 
maybe 0. suber in parts of Europe, and on 
Eucalyptus in Australia. The Isle of Wight collection 
will be the first for Kew. There are other records 
posted on line but it must be a fairly recent coloniser 
in Britain.'
